B  Syllabus / Study Programme of the Undergraduate
Degree of Theatre Arts.

1. The artistic Higher Education Undergraduate Degree of Theatre Arts is
structured in four courses. Each course is 60 ECTS credits equivalent to twenty-five hours per credit.

2. Each course will last thirty-six weeks, including attendance to class and

the time for other activities. The academic course is organized into semesters and courses, which include not only class time but also exam and evaluation time.

In Annex I of this decree you will find the syllabus for each of the four courses, which make up the Undergraduate Degree in its different specialities and itineraries, together with the organization of the subject matters and subjects, for each one you will need to check:

· The type of subjects: Basic Formation, Compulsory for the Speciality,
      Compulsory for each Itinerary.
